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Abstract

Goal. Identify financial asset management tools, consider the methodology
of managing the purchasing power of monetary assets.

Method of research. The paper uses system analogy, deduction,
formalization, complex modeling.

Research result. The reasons of increase of purchasing power of monetary
assets in connection with falling trade balance and the state gold and foreign
exchange reserves are analyzed; the methodology of management of purchasing
power of monetary assets 1s formed.

Scientific novelty. Improved mechanisms for managing the purchasing
power of monetary assets on the platform of the study of the purchasing power of
the population.

Practical significance. Formed a strategic way to increase the purchasing
power of current cash assets.

Keywords: monetary assets, purchasing power of monetary assets,
mechanism of circulation of monetary assets, monetary unit.

Problem statement and its connection with important scientific and
practical tasks. At the moment, there is a problem associated with the low
purchasing power potential of monetary assets. To address this issue, it is advisable
to form a mechanism for managing the purchasing power of money more
specifically, considering the management processes in the regulation of the value
of monetary assets.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The potential purchasing power
of monetary assets and the problems of its regulation began to be studied by
researchers only a few years ago. Monetary circulation and economic analysis
were considered in the works of B. Calgari, S. Vorsanova, A. Afanasyeva, M.
Antonova, and I. Fischer.
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Presentation of the main research material. Considering the purchasing
power of monetary assets at the municipal level, as well as at the level of money
management and Economics, it is worth owning the nominal currency mass and its
present commodity security.

Fischer's thesis says, in fact, that the purchasing power of funds can be
qualified on the basis of how much commodity mass is acquired for a specific
number of foreign exchange assets. In universal practice, the concept of
"comparable level of prices" has developed, which is considered to be the reverse
value of the purchasing probability of credit funds [1].

In the modern world, there is a financial study, with the support of which the
purchasing power of monetary assets is oriented. There are a number of reasons
why the purchasing power of the means of the universal economy is increasing and
decreasing. However, it is possible to call the effectiveness of the appeal of credit
funds more influential [2].

Calculating the liquidity of credit funds, its efficiency is oriented, which
depends on the reliability of commodity forms, thanks to the presence of which
currency units are made more liquid. The ultimate utility of currency assets is not
guided by their liquidity and reliability of commodity forms. A complete picture of
utility is seen during this time, when there is a rise in the purchasing power of
monetary assets. It is impossible to introduce a normal price of currency assets in a
progressive market economy, it is only possible to protect this price by increasing
their number [3].

With an increase in value, the purchasing power of monetary assets falls,
considering otherwise, there is a loss of part of the price of monetary assets, in this
case the commodity value is not saved. This means that, if the public of a particular
country protects cash foreign exchange assets on hand, inflationary processes
occur. Foreign exchange assets are turning more slowly, trade turnover is
miniaturized, products are manufactured in the smallest number [3].

In such cases, talk about stagnation in the economy, in which there is a
shortage of goods and deterioration of their quality. Due to the inflationary
component, the national currency becomes cheaper. This means that a certain
amount of money is not enough to purchase a particular product, as, for example,
in the previous period of time. So, there is an economic problem-a decrease in the
purchasing power of financial resources.

Money loses its real value when there is an uneven overabundance of money
in the microeconomics. In this case, oversupply is the process of accumulation of
free money, which the company aims to spend exclusively on a limited number of
goods.

The decrease in the level of world prices is happening due to reverse
inflationary processes, which are referred to as a deflationary policy. To date, this
phenomenon can be found not often, since the duration of its action is short-term.
For example, the price of wheat usually declines after the crop is already harvested.
Long-term deflationary policies can be found in few countries in the world. The
most striking example is the policy of the Japanese government [4].
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Ignoring the pros of deflationary politicians, the provided economic system
still also contains a number of contradictory effects. For example, if we consider
deflation in the short term, it is possible to talk about a positive effect, but if it suits
the long term-the effect in any case will be negative.

According to Keynes, with the growth of tax liabilities, the revenue part of
the state budget is formed, but there is a probability that this situation will continue
on a short-term basis. If we talk about a long period of time, in this case, practice
shows that economic development slows down, investment decreases.

The purchasing power of monetary units increases due to deflation in the
economic space. However, we should not forget that purchasing power and its
indicators of growth or decline help to achieve a particular economic condition. It
1s for this reason that the further development strategy of the country depends
entirely on the current and desired state of the economy, which can be regulated
with the help of purchasing power of financial resources [5].

An excessive number of new goods and services in the market space creates
a shortage of money. In order to prevent such a situation, there must be continuous
state control over goods and services produced, as well as over financial resources.
This approach will avoid the point when the population will not be able to
consume the goods produced.

There is also a reverse side, which is called the crisis of production: due to
the re-equipment of the country's economy with money, money cannot cover
everything produced in the state. Thanks to an economic financial instrument
designed to restore the balance of 193 monetary funds of goods produced in such a
situation, there is no need to talk about a production crisis.

Through the emission of money (that is, the financial provision of markets
for goods and services, as well as their increase), the purchasing power of
monetary units is almost constantly reduced, despite the fact that in both situations
the outcome for the economic development of the country is favorable [6-9].

Despite the positive aspects of the described events, there is an opposite
effect. For example, when a state's economy is in crisis, purchasing power can
increase.

This division is due to the fact that man is a creative being, capable of
simultaneously inventing, producing and consuming. Thus, the society of any
country is the most important indicator of its potential in the economy. Society is
the only platform on which the functions of the financial system can operate and
extend.

Thus, it is possible to draw a conclusion that the purchasing power of
currency units is affected by both the number of currency assets spinning, for
example, and the number of people living on the land of a particular country. The
currency value and the number of products and offers produced in a particular
country falls significantly when the birth rate is miniaturized and the mortality rate
increases.

Difficulties with the demographic crisis occurred on the lands of a number
of European and Asian countries. This has led to the fact that the creation and
consumption of products has decreased. When the public is reduced, there is a
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surplus mass of funds in the state. With the support of the inflation mechanism,
this problem is solved: all categories of products and offers are made more
expensive.

In the doctrine, the production potential in the CIS States in a similar case is
obliged to decrease, however, practice shows the reverse. First of all, it is
connected with the economy of the CIS countries: with the support of the capitalist
principle of work, the range of manufactured goods increases. As a consequence,
the company produces both the necessary products, for example, and Vice versa.

However, the range of products, as well as all financial characteristics,
contains its own allowable limits. So, in the future, it is absolutely certain that the
niche of the need of society in some goods will be filled, the economy of the CIS
countries will stop in its own development because of the underdeveloped
population.

The purchasing power of monetary assets is not affected:

— number of consumers;

— commodity mass consumption;

— reduce the size of the products to be executed.

Not paying attention to it, there is a long-term reduction of population size in
the CIS, actually has the ability to lead to the development of the state mode of
Dating of socio-economic branch.

The role of the demographic element in the economy of any state is too big.
Thus, with prolonged cuts in society, the purchasing power falls, and in General,
this situation puts the entire economy at risk. If there is this desire, the state
urgently purposefully activate all its own efforts and address them to the social
support of society.

Making a better story with a demographic element is likely in 2 ways:

— reduce target budgeting in non-social programs of the country;

— direct introduction of gold and foreign exchange reserves.

Regulate the purchasing power of foreign exchange assets directly possible
with the support of the gold and foreign exchange reserve of the state, for example,
as this element has a significant contribution to the economic system of the
country.

Gold and foreign exchange reserves are the accumulation of external highly
liquid assets that are controlled by the state (the Central Bank of the Russian
Federation and the government of the Russian Federation) [10]. The measured
financial development of our country is quite likely with a significant accumulation
of gold and foreign exchange reserves.

For example, there is a concept of "currency cushion", which means that
with the support of gold and foreign exchange reserves, which act as a guarantor of
solvency, the government has the opportunity not to fear the volatility of large
market conditions and the fluctuation of the exchange rate of monetary units.

Similar trade criteria can help a state to be competitive in terms of the
quantity of goods traded. The flattering commercial balance of the state is to form
some fairly acceptable level of society [11].

In the Russian Federation, this balance is likely to be achieved only after the
establishment of trade and export operations, the essence of which is made in order
to fully consume the completed products (any need of society must be satisfied).

Thus, the degree of export of competitive products is directly related to the
level of welfare of society. This means, in fact, that there is servitude: the more
high-quality goods are produced and sold in the state, the more stable and stable is
the financial formation, which was primarily directed to public Affairs.

The purchasing power of monetary assets increases as a result of the rise of
the gold and foreign exchange reserve, for example, as in similar cases, the
creation of products increases, and as a consequence, their continuous number in
the microeconomics increases. Similar appearances contribute that, in fact, that the
price of the commodity mass becomes cheaper and for 1 currency unit of monetary
units it is likely to buy more products than before.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. It was found that the
prerequisites for the emergence of any currency reform, as well as the change of
commodity exchange operations in the dynamics correlate with the set of tools of
the presented mechanism. The degree of purchasing power of currency assets is
regulated by the specific policy of the country's management.
